Our obligations as guarantors shall be enforceable regardless of the validity or enforceability of any contract, agreement, order or transaction entered into by you with the Buyer and our liability as guarantors shall not be affected by the absence, or any defective or irregular exercise, of the powers of the Buyer.

This guarantee shall be in addition to and shall not in any way be prejudiced or affected by any collateral or other security now or hereafter held by you for the payment of any monies due by the Buyer.

All payments to be made by us hereunder shall be made free and clear from any withholding, set off or deduction whatsoever.

This guarantee shall be binding upon our respective executors, administrators and permitted assigns.

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Section Five : Conditions of Sale

1. (a) A contract shall be made between the Company which terms shall mean the member of Zinc Processors Limited accepting the order from the Customer, (hereinafter referred to as “the Company”) and the person, firm or company proposing to purchase from the Company (hereinafter collectively or signally referred to as “the Customer”) of an order placed (whether orally or in writing) by the Customer and thereupon the parties shall be bound. No modification of these conditions shall be binding upon the Company unless otherwise stipulated herein or agreed to in writing by someone duly authorised on behalf of the Company.

(b) Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Company these conditions supersede any earlier sets of conditions appearing in the Company’s catalogues or elsewhere and shall override any terms or conditions stipulated, incorporated or referred to by the Company whether in any order placed by him or during any negotiations. All guarantees, warranties or conditions (including any conditions as to quality or fitness for any particular purpose) whether express or implied by statute, common law or otherwise are hereby excluded and negatived to such an extent as permitted by law.
(c) All goods supplied hereunder shall be to the customary trade standards and subject to the usual allowances for mill rolling, shearing, cutting, planning, shrinkage, drying and other recognised tolerances.

(d) If it is agreed that any Goods are to be processed the Company may arrange for such processing to be performed by a third party subject to the standard terms and conditions of such third party and the Customer shall indemnify the Company against any claims for breach of patent or registered design thereby occasioned.

Prices

2. Any price quoted by the Company or compromised in the contract is provisional only, and is subject to market fluctuations and/or changes in basic national wages rates, freights charges, rates of exchange, cost of materials (including raw materials) or other relevant costs. Whilst every effort will be made to maintain the prices quoted the Company reserves the right to execute orders at prices ruling at the time of delivery.

Disclaimer of liability in Design

3. The Company shall not be responsible for and disclaims all liability for any loss, liability, damage (whether direct, indirect or consequential), personal injury or expense of any nature whatsoever which may be suffered by you or any third party (including your company), as a result of or which may be attributable, directly or indirectly, to your use of our fabrication drawings and measurements. All calculations carried out by Zinc Processors are to aid our production process and in no way constitute a design element. We would strongly recommend that you seek professional advice from a Qualified Engineer or Architect that will ensure that you achieve your desired result. The customer shall be responsible for ensuring that Goods are fit for the purpose for which it wishes to use them and the Company gives no warranty (and none shall be implied) that the Goods are in for any particular purpose .

Delivery
4. If the preparation, manufacture or delivery of the goods is prevented, delayed or hindered in any way by any force majeure which shall include but not be limited to any act of God or of any government, war (whether declared or not), invasion or other warlike action, any strike, lockout or other industrial action, or any other civil disturbances, non-availability of raw materials, accident, embargo, mechanical breakdown, fire or any other event beyond the Company’s reasonable control then in any such circumstance the Company may upon reasonable notice terminate or amend this contract in such manner as it shall think fit without being liable to the Customer for any loss or damage thereby incurred.

5. Delivery to any lands or premises of the customer shall be deemed to be affected by delivered to the nearest off loading point or hard surface road.


Unloading

6. Sufficient space will be required for unloading the materials and the customer is required to supply suitable unloading facilities such as fork lift truck and/or crane. Should these facilities not be available the Customer is expected to supply labour to assist our lorry driver in unloading the materials and it is the Customer’s responsibility for insuring his employees in the act of unloading these materials.

7. The Company will endeavour to meet delivery dates, but shall be under no liability of any kind if it fails to meet any such dates whatever the cause of failure and whether such clause is under the Company’s control or not. If so required by the Company, the delivery date or dates shall be extended for a reasonable period. Each delivery shall constitute a separate contract between the Company and the Customer and failure of any delivery shall not vitiate the contract as to the other deliveries, but if the said extension in delivery time required by the Company shall exceed three months either party to the contract may cancel the undelivered balance of the contract by written notice to the other party without any claim on either side.

8. (a) If for any reason the Customer is unable to accept the delivery of the goods at the time when the goods are due and ready for delivery the Company may, at the request of the Customer, if its storage facilities permit, agree to store the goods and safeguard them until their actual delivery, and the Customer shall be liable to the Company for storage, insurance and other expenses in so doing and the Customer shall pay to the Company interest at current overdraft rate on the value of the goods so held.

(b) The signature of any employee of the Customer acknowledging receipt of the goods shall be conclusive evidence of receipt of the goods specified on the relevant delivery docket.

Payment

9. Time of payment shall be of the essence in the contract. Payment of the price shall be made by the terms outlined on the invoice, or in the event that no such terms appear on the invoice, by the end of the month following the date of despatch of the goods without reduction or deferment on account of disputes, cross claims or any other reason whatsoever. If the Customer shall fail to make payment on the due date for goods ordered or delivered under this or any other contract the Customer may have with the Company, the Company may suspend further deliveries under this or any other such contract, and if payment or any part thereof shall remain in arrears for seven days after written demand shall have been made thereof, the Company may cancel this order contract, and in either case without prejudice to any other right the Company shall have. The Company shall be entitled to charge interest at the rate of 11% APR on any overdue account. Interest at the yearly rate will be charged from day to day on all monies outstanding under the Contract from thirty days after the end of the month in which the invoice is dated until the actual date of payment (both before and after any judgement). Such interest will be payable on demand and may be charged and added to the balance of overdue payments, and thereby compounded, from time to time as the Company may determine.




10. Any delay or default by the Customer in making payment in accordance with condition 9 shall render all sums owing to the Company on any account whatsoever including the costs of recovery of such sums, due and payable forthwith without requirement for any notice to be given to the Customer, and interest will be charged in accordance with condition 9 with immediate effect until the date of actual payment.
11. In addition to any right of lien the Company may by law be entitled the Company shall be entitled to retain possession of all goods in its possession or under its control for the unpaid price of any goods sold to the Customer by the Company under this contract or any other contract.

12. In addition to any right of stoppage in transit to which the Company may by law be entitled the Company shall be entitled to resume possession of all goods sold by the Company to the Customer which are in transit under this contract or any other contract.

13. In addition to any other rights or remedies as may apply or to which Zinc Processors Limited may be entitled at law, in equity or otherwise, howsoever arising, each Customer hereby irrevocably and unconditionally authorises the Company (but without obligation on the part of Zinc Processors Limited) to and agrees that Zinc Processors Limited may, at any time and from time to time and without the necessity to provide prior notice to it;

(a) set-off and apply any balance in any standing upon any account of any of the Companies with Zinc Processors Limited or sum owed by Zinc Processors Limited to any of the Companies against any liabilities of such Company (including liabilities under the guarantee or set-off provisions of this agreement) and whether actual or contingent or incurred solely or jointly with any other person, Zinc Processors Limited.

Default

14. If the Customer shall make default in or commit a breach of the contract, or of any other of his obligations to the Company, of if any distress, execution or other process shall be levied on the Customer’s property or assets, or if the Customer shall make or offer to make any arrangement or composition with it creditors, or shall commit any act of bankruptcy or if any petition or receiving order in bankruptcy shall be presented or made against him, or, if the Customer is a limited company, any resolution or petition to wind up such company’s business (other than for the purpose of reconstruction or amalgamation) shall be passed or presented, or if a receiver of such company’s undertaking, property or assets or any part thereof shall be appointed the Company shall have the right forthwith to suspend all further deliveries and to determine with or without notice any contract than subsisting between the Company and the Customer but without prejudice to any claim or right the Company may otherwise make or exercise.

15. Notwithstanding any other provisions or agreements as to payments in this contract, if in the sole opinion of the Company, the financial position of the Customer warrants such action the Company may demand payment in cash before delivery of all or any part of the goods and on failure of the Customer to make such payment the Company may cancel without prejudice to any other right the Customer may have.

Retention of Title

16. (a) The ownership of the goods shall remain in the Company until such time as all debts due to the Company from the Customer have been paid. Until such time as all such debts have been discharged in full the Customer shall;

(i) store the goods so as to clearly show the property of the Company;

(ii)
 hold the goods and all monies received from the sub-sale thereof as bailee and trustee respectively for the Company, and

(iii)
 at the request of the Company shall furnish the Company with the names and address of debtors, sub-purchasers and all appropriate particulars thereof so as to enable the Company to recover direct from such sub-purchasers sums owing by them.

(b) The risk in the goods shall pass to the Customer upon delivery of same to the Customer and the signature of any employee of the Customer on the delivery docket shall be conclusive evidence of such delivery.

Claims

17. Any claims relating to goods delivered under this contract shall be notified to the Company in writing within 7 days from the date on which the said goods are received by the Customer of his agent and the Customer shall afford the Company reasonable facilities for examining the goods before they have disposed of or treated, or cut, or any way altered. All goods damaged in transit and accepted in that condition by the Customer shall not be subject to any claim hereunder.
The Company shall make good by reimbursement of the whole or part of the price (and, where relevant, as a deduction from any part of the price remaining unpaid) or at its option by repair or by replacement any defect developing under normal use in the Goods and due solely to faulty materials or faulty workmanship provided that;

- the defect in question shall have appeared within 6 months after the Customer shall have taken possession of the Goods or performance of Services completed and shall have been properly notified in writing to the Company; and

- any Goods alleged to be defective shall be stored in a safe place by the Customer until such time as the Company authorises their disposal in writing; and

- any Goods alleged to be defective shall, if so required by the Company, be promptly returned at the Customer’s risk and expense to the Company’s premises for inspection, and the Company shall at its responsible opinion consider them to be defective solely by reason of faulty materials or workmanship; and

- no attempt shall have been made by the Customer or any third party to remedy any defect before, if so required by the Company, the Goods in question shall have been returned to the Company for inspection; and

- the Goods in question shall have been serviced and maintained properly and in accordance with the Company’s recommendations and shall not have been altered and / or fitted with any parts, components or accessories other than those manufactured or recommended by the Company.

18. Apart from such reimbursement repair or replacement the Company, its employees and agents shall be under no liability to the Customer or any third party for any injury, loss or damage of any kind whatsoever, howsoever and wheresoever arising or arisen, and whether direct or indirect, including without limitation any injury, loss or damage arising out of or incidental to :-

- any negligence of the Company or of any of its employees or agents (except insofar as such negligence may result in death or personal injury);

- the Company’s performance of or failure to perform or breach of any of its obligations, whether express or implied under the Contract or otherwise; or

- any defect in any of the Goods; or

- any advice given or representations made by the Company or on its behalf;

- and performance of any Services.

19. Any claim or claims in respect of goods delivered under this contract shall not be ground for withholding payment on accounts and shall not give any right to set off against payment due to the Company.
Credit facilities

20. Zinc Processors Limited may, in its sole discretion and following application by the Customer, grant the Customer a credit facility in respect of payment for Goods and/or Services purchased from such company ( the company granting the facility being a “Facilitator” for purposes of this Condition 2.

21. The credit facility may comprise an extended payment date, a credit limit or both on such terms as the Facilitator may determine (“Credit Facility”).

22. The payment date referred to in condition 9 will be deemed amended by any extended payment date agreed under a Credit Facility.

23. Where the Customer has a Credit Facility, payments made by the Customer to the Credit Facility will, be applied in settlement of invoices according to their issue date, from the longest outstanding to the most recent issued.

24. Where the Customer reaches the available credit limit, no further Goods and/or Services, may be purchased and charged to the Credit Facility unless and until the Facilitator agrees otherwise.

25. If the Customer defaults in payment in accordance with the terms of such Credit Facility, the Company will be entitled to enforce payment for the Goods and/or Services in accordance with these Conditions of Business as if the thirty day period referred to in condition 9 had expired on the date of such default.

Notices

26. Any notice required to be given in writing under the Contract shall be given either by facsimile transmission or by first class registered post addressed to the General Manager, Zinc Processors Limited, 4 Elms, Drombanna, Co. Limerick.
General

27. All disputes, differences or questions at any time arising between the parties as to the construction of the contract or as to any matter or thing arising out of the contract or in any way connected therewith shall be referred to the arbitration of a single arbitrator who shall be appointed by the President for the time being of the Incorporated Law Society of Ireland.

28. These conditions and the contract shall be subject to and construed in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Ireland. The Customer submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Irish Courts of Law.

Severance

29. In the event that any provision herein shall be determined to be enforceable in whole or in part for any reason whatsoever such unenforceability shall not affect the enforceability of the remaining provisions hereof and such unenforceable provisions shall be deemed to be severable from any other provisions contained herein.
